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Dear Friend of Carmel Mission, 

Today’s Gospel story of the Prodigal Son with its theme of  forgiveness  
and reconciliation feels so relevant at this moment. Our world, 
as well as our hearts, are in desperate need of reconciliation, of 
healing, of peace and forgiveness. Our minds turn immediately to 
our brother and sisters in Ukraine. Indeed, our Holy Father invited 
the universal Church to join him in consecrating Russia and Ukraine 
to the Immaculate Heart of Mary this past Friday. Sadly, that conflict 
is one of many ongoing today. War rages in Syria, Myanmar, Yemen, 
South Sudan, and that names only a few. The cost of war in both 
human and economic terms is incalculable, and yet it persists as 
people remain entrenched in ideology that does not allow for true 
reconciliation. 

Why is reconciliation so difficult? One answer may be found in the 
Latin root of the word itself. It contains the Latin word for eyelash, 
“cilia.” Reconciliation means literally to “again be eyelash to eyelash 
(with someone).” Reconciliation is an intimate process. Problems 
cannot be ignored or glossed over, they must be addressed and 
resolved. Hearts and minds on both sides must be open to listening, 
to compromise, even to sacrifice. 

When we consider global war or even painful personal conflicts, 
beginning down the path to reconciliation can feel daunting at best, 
or maybe even impossible. How can we begin?  Before we can 
become agents of peace in our lives and in the world, we must 
come to peace with God in our hearts. Fortunately, this process is 
not nearly as intimidating, because our partner in this reconciliation 
has already shown Himself willing to make the greatest sacrifice out 
of love for us. To come back “eyelash to eyelash” with God requires 
only that we are honest with ourselves, and open our hearts to His 
mercy and love. We will have an opportunity to do just this at our 
Reconciliation Service next Friday, April 1. I hope you will join us. 

I wish you and your loved ones Lenten blessings of good health and 
great peace.

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Scripture MessageReadings for the Week

Today’s Readings: Sunday, March 27

The Gospel story today is the a familiar 
one, the Prodigal Son. It is a story that 
reveals much about human nature and 
God’s extraordinary mercy. We have the 
profligate younger son, eager for immediate 
gratification whose rashness leaves him 
bereft and forced to humble himself and 
throw himself on his father’s mercy. Then 
there is the older son, more outwardly dutiful 
but harboring resentment against both his 
wayward brother and his indulgent merciful 
father. And then the father, who gives the 
younger son the freedom to reject his 
love, but never stops waiting and watching, 
seeing him from a distance and eager to 
welcome him home. Jesus underscores the 
message of the unfathomable mercy of God 
by addressing this story to the Pharisees in 
response to their criticism of His engagement 
with those they perceive to be sinners. 
Jesus was not waiting in the company of 
the supposed righteous to see a sinner from 
a far and extend mercy. His message was 
welcomed by the sinners and tax collectors, 
but dismayed the Pharisees who knew 
themselves unwilling to participate in the 
radical reconciliation Jesus was proposing.  
In his Second Letter to the Corinthians St. 
Paul speaks of the ministry of reconciliation 
in which we can all participate. How are you 
practicing a ministry of reconciliation this 
Lenten season?

Saturday, March 19, 2022
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Pope Francis wants to hear from the whole Church about what is happening in 
local parishes. He and the bishops would like to know what individuals think we 
should all be doing to help make our parishes better. The way he has proposed 
doing this is a synodal process. Synod means “journeying together” and it 
involves listening to the Holy Spirit and to each other in order to discern the 
path we are called to walk together.

The synod is intended to inspire people to dream about the church we are 
called to be, to make people’s hopes flourish, to stimulate trust, to bind up 
wounds, to weave new and deeper relationships, to learn from one another, 
to build bridges, to enlighten minds, warm hearts, and restore strength to our 
hands for our common mission.

The idea of synods is not something new; synods emerged from the early 
Church and the 2021 - 2023 synod process is not simply another program 
or a new initiative. Synodality is a way of being Church, not just an event or 
program.

When we gather at the parish level, our basic questions are:

“What are our experiences in the Church today?”

And

“What is the Holy Spirit saying to our Church today.”
